of candidates, selected in order of merit on the results of the written examination will be called. Final merit list will be
prepared on the basis of the total marks obtained in all the written papers and in the Personality Test.

The standard of examination in the Law papers (Compulsory and Optional) will be that of the LL.B. Degree of
the Calcutta University. All answers must be written either in English or in Bengali except in Paper - I.
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
